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They may not stay long but the temporary residents of Rotherham General 

Hospital (i.e. the patients!) have on offer specialist entertainment to support 

their recovery.  
 

Radio Nightingale provides comfort by playing music including 

patientõs requests mixed with general light-hearted chat, 24 hours a 

day, 7 days a week. 

 
The station is staffed almost entirely by volunteers who give a regular 

commitment of time to carry out a range of activities including 

collecting requests, fundraising, administration, presenting, etc.
