September about the need for more council housing, he apologised for 

being late, but then revealed it was because he had been in London undertaking press 

calls for a major announcement involving our area. Rotherham Council was one of 47 

Local Authorities who had been successful in their bid from Central Government for an 

allocation of money to build 35 new council houses in Dalton.  

 

Cllr Akhtar, Cabinet Member for Housing and Neighbourhoods said "This is hopefully 
only the start of providing Council homes in this Borough and the Council will be giving 
continued support to enable further previously developed sites in the Borough to be 
considered for future bidding rounds.ó
